· 1700: 	All Cadets, freshman atrium
· 1720:	Manifest Call; Cadets that arrive AFTER manifest call and 
have made NO attempt at notifying the Chain of Command will be removed from the roster and formation. 
· 1745:  Doors closed, escorts move to seats
· 1748:  Start of Ceremony, Cadets move formation into auditorium.  
· 1749-1805:  	   Posting of Colors, pledge, and National Anthem
· 1806-1945:      Awards presentations
· 1946-1956:      Battalion slideshow followed by Senior slideshow. 
  (Battalion-2.5 minutes, Seniors- 6.5 minutes). 
· 1957-2000:     Closing remarks, Army Song, retiring of Colors, End of 
  Ceremony
